We also
prepare Christ’s suffering and death on the cross with joyful expectation of the
Resurrection. Christians have been encouraged to confess their sins before Lent.
That is how Christians, including us, begin to celebrate Shrove Tuesday, the day
before Ash Wednesday when we SHRIVE ourselves to the Lord and have a big/fat
feast before fasting.

I encourage you to join our Shrove Tuesday dinner with pancakes and Ash
Wednesday service. In addition, in order to remember the life of Christ, we invite
you to read the four gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John during Lent. The
reading plan will be available at the church office as well as on our church webpage.
In addition, the daily readings will be videotaped and published each day by various
readers so that you may read and listen to the four gospels in various ways. [ am so
grateful for the readers who boldly read the scriptures in front of the camera. Please
like us on Facebook and subscribe to our YouTube channel to join us for this
wonderful opportunity to read and listen to the four gospels as we observe Lent.
Moreover, I encourage you to share these videos with your family and friends so
that they may hear the good news of Christ as well. I hope you may have a
meaningful, spirit-filled month by joining Shrove Tuesday dinner, Ash Wednesday

service, and Lenten Gospel readings.
